be desiened and provided in accordance with the requirements set forth in Article VI of these

drainage calculations, area and soil maps shall be supplied to the Town Engineer for his review and
approval.

(4) The Planning Board will consider the effect of each subdivision on existing downstream drainage
facilities outside the area of the subdivision. Where it is anticipated that the additjonal runoff incident to
the development of the subdivision will overload an existing downstream drainage facility, the Planning

Board shall notify the Town Board or other appropriate owners of downstream property of such

potential condition. In such case, the Planning Board may withhold approval of the subdivision until

provision has been made for the correction of said potential condition.
< Amend § 195-25 as follows:
§ 195-25. Erosion control standards.
The following minimum erosion control standards shall be stated on the construction plans, as shall be the
details specified in the construction standard details, in addition to any other standards or details necessary for

the particular project. All erosion and sedimentation controls shall also be consistent with the standards and
desion criteria as set forth in the Lewishoro Stormwater Management and Erosion and Sediment Control Law.

E. Procedure for a permit through an application to the Planning Board for stormwater pollution
prevention plan, subdivision, special permit or site development plan approval.

(1) The permit application shall be considered in the context and procedural requirements of the
: overall stormwater pollution prevention plan, subdivision, special permit or site plan approval
application. - :
(2) A separate application for an ac tmty permit shall be completed, as set forth in Subsection F

below, by the applicant and submitted with all other required applications.

(3) All public hearings shall be coordinated where possible.
4 Approval of the stormwater pollution prevention pian, subdivision, special permit or site plan

application shall require the issuance of a separate wetland/watercourse activity permit.

o Amend § 217-7(4)(7)(i) as follows:

(i)~ Details of any drainage, diversion, or detention or retention system proposed, both for
the conduct of work, and after completion thereof, including Jocations at any point
discharges, artificial inlets, or other constructed conveyances which would discharge

All plans and improvements pertaining to stormwater manasement and erosion and sediment control as mayv be
reguired by the provisions of this chapter shall be desioned and constructed in accordance with the
reguirements. standards and performance and desien criteria as set forth in the Lewishoro Stormwater
Management and Erosion and Sediment Law. as mav be amended from time to time.

= Amend § 220-34 as follows:
§ 220-34. Landfilling, regrading and removal of earth material.

Notwithstanding the foliowing regulations, homeowners or property owners may conduct regrading,
earthmoving, excavation and filling operations and may utilize gravel, stone or.quarry where it is required as
part of an approved subdivision plan, stormwater pollution nrevention plan, wetland permit approval. site
development plan or special use permit approval, or in connection with the construction of a building or
driveway for which a permit has been duly issued, or where it is required in connection with incidental
landscaping or minor site improvements, such as the construction of walks, retaining walls, fences and so forth,
provided no other permits or approvals are reguired by this chapter or other chapters of the code of the Town of
Lewishoro. '

SECTION 7 MUNICIPAL HOME RULE

This Local Law is adopted pursuant to the provisions of Article 10 of the Municipal Home Rule Law of the
State of New York.

SECTION 8 SEVERABILITY

If the provisions of any article, section, subsection, paragraph, subdivision or clause of this local law shall be
Judged invalid by a court of competent jurisdiction, such order of judgment shall not affect or invalidate the
remainder of any article, section, subsection, paragraph, subdivision or clause of this local law.

SECTION 9 EFFECTIVE DATE

This Local Law shall be effective upon filing with the New York State Secretary of State.
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
